Teen Court Code of Conduct
General Behavior Towards Others

· I will treat all teen court participants, be they teens or adults, with respect and dignity.
· I will attend Teen Court Sessions with a sober mind and not under the influence of any drugs, chemicals or alcohol.
·  I will respect everyone’s private space and not communicate or act out towards others in a threatening or sexually harassing manner.
· I will not hold anything against any participant in Teen Court because of the outcome of the Teen Court session.
Attorney-Client Relationship

· I will be enthusiastic in my representation of my client, and always look out for his or her best interest.
· I will keep all the information regarding Teen Court cases confidential.  I will not take any materials concerning my client’s case off of Teen Court premises.
· I will only meet my clients and discuss their cases on Teen Court premises, during the Teen Court sessions.

· All Attorneys will arrive to the Teen Court sessions at least 30 minutes before Teen court sessions to receive and review materials for each case and to prepare.

· I understand that the Attorney-Defendant relationship begins and ends with each Teen Court session. 
Professionalism
· I will always address the Court, the Jury, witnesses and opposing Counsel with respect.
· I will speak in an audible and clear voice.
· I will always dress professionally for Court and not wear sportswear, tee-shirts, revealing clothing or any articles of clothing or accessories that will detract or interfere with the court proceedings.
· I will never address others with inappropriate or vulgar language while on Teen Court premises.
Personal Behavior

· I will respect the property of others, including other participant’s personal items, the Teen Court premises, and the property and personal items of those persons where I complete my community service hours.

· I will not commit any criminal violations, and I understand that if I do I will be subject to removal from Teen Court.  

· I will behave in a respectful and disciplined manner when doing my community service at Community Service provider sites.
· I will think of myself as a team member by helping myself and others accomplish all tasks and functions of the Teen Court Program.

Community Service

· I understand that completing my community service hours is my responsibility and I will take the initiative to complete them in a timely manner.
· I will contact Teen Court Staff if I have any questions about my community service, and this includes keeping them informed of how many hours I have completed, and report any problems I may have in completing hours.
· I will return all my Community Service paperwork to Teen Court Staff as soon as I have completed my community service hours but not later than 90 days from the Teen Court date...
Jury Duty and Deliberations

· I will be fair in my deliberations as a juror and will not let any prejudice or bias influence how I reach any particular verdict.

· I will only sit as a juror on those cases where I do not have personal knowledge of the facts of the case or where I have a relationship with the defendant in any particular case.

· During jury deliberations I will respect everyone’s opinions and allow everyone the opportunity to express them.
I acknowledge that I have received a copy of this “Teen Court Code of Conduct” which is contained on two pages.  By signing this Code of Conduct I agree to its terms as a condition of my/my child participating in the Teen Court Program.  I understand that any violation of the Code of Conduct may result in me/my child being expelled from the program.  I also understand that I have an ongoing duty to report any violations of the Teen Court Code of Conduct to the Teen Court Staff.
